BRING GOOD NEWS

An illustration of the bringers of Good News are the 4 leppers who discovered that the Lord had caused the enemies of Israel, the Arameans to hear the sound of chariots and horses and a great army so they left the camp as it was and ran for their lives. The leppers found all kinds of food, gold silver and clothes while the city of Samaria was starving from hunger.  Then in 2 Kings 7:9,  they said to each other, "We're not doing right. This is a day of good news and we are keeping it to ourselves. If we wait until daylight, punishment will overtake us. Let's go at once and report this to the royal palace."

PROVERBS 15:30 A cheerful look brings joy to the heart,

                     and good news gives health to the bones.

MARK 16:15 He said to them, "Go into all the world and preach the good news to all creation. 16 Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned.

They report that amid ongoing death and destruction both religious Christians and Muslims are accepting Christ as their "Personal Savior and Lord" daily throughout the country, even in Kurdish controlled areas. 

HUNGRY FOR CHRIST

"People are hungry for Christ," says Iraqi pastor Ghassan Thomas (33) who in the past used his kindergarten as a vehicle to share the Gospel. Speaking in his office with explosions and shooting often audible, he recalls how "the regime of Saddam Hussein did not allow the establishment" of new denominations. 

"Therefore I was involved in an indirect ministry through the kindergarten, as I did not get permission to officially operate and evangelize. However people soon came to me and said: "this is like a church." 

With American soldiers in town, he was finally able to realize his dream and open his Evangelical Alliance Church this month. Less than two weeks later, his congregation can hardly accommodate the hundreds of people that are attending its meetings in the rented church building.

The Hallelujah’s and Amen’s reverberate throughout the small, but lively congregation, as Pastor Thomas explains the hope of Christ. Among those in the audience are Christians who were forced to fight in the army of Saddam Hussein.
Besides all this bad`news over the media, people add to this gossiping and complaining, anger and thoughts and talk of revenge.

BE A BRINGER OF GOOD TIDINGS. Share words of encouragement and be an encourager all day long. Bless people instead of critizing them. No matter how bad we think someone is there is always something good in a person that we can praise.

GOD SAYS IN HIS WORD: 
PSALM 47:8 God reigns over the nations;

               God is seated on his holy throne.

REVELATIONS 19:6 Then I heard what sounded like a great multitude, like the 
                  roar of rushing waters and like loud peals of thunder, shouting:

                  "Hallelujah! For our Lord God Almighty reigns.
Share the news with friends and neighbors that God is reigning, He is in charge.  He is in control. There is no need to fear or be in distress. The situation may not seem pleasant and encouraging, Our surroundings may not seem attractive and appealing BUT NEVER EVER FORGET God is on the throne. He has the veto powers. Nothing happens without His permission.
