The future of all peoples everywhere is related to the will of God for the believers and for the non-believers living in the world today.
The will of God for the non-believers is that none perish and that all come to repentance 2 Peter 3:9,
  
It is God’s will that all men are saved and come to a knowledge of
 the truth 
1 Tim. 2:3,4.   “This is good, and pleases God our Savior,  who wants all men to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.”
Jesus died for all as it is says in 1 Tim. 2:6,

 He gave Himself a ransom for all men.
God’s will is clear:   Salvation for all, 
Redemption for all, 
Forgiveness for all men, women, boys and girls  irrespective of their race, nationality, social status or religion.
Jesus Christ is the one and  only Savior. God says in Acts 4:12 
“Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other Name under
 heaven given to men by which we must be saved”

1 Corinthians 9:17 “I am discharging the trust committed to me”

To those under the law  I became like one under the law (though I myself am not under the law), so as to win those under the law. v. 20
To those not having the law I became like one not having the law (though I am not free from God's law but am under Christ's law), so as to win those not having the law. v. 21
To the weak I became weak to win the weak v.22

I have become all things to all men so that by all possible means I might save some v.23

v 18 All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me- 
ALL POWER,  very great words which only Christ could say.

Hereby Jesus asserts His universal dominion as Mediator, which is the great foundation of Christianity.

He has all power – give to Him by God – God made Him King, inaugurated and enthroned Him, Psalm  2:6
Jesus as God, equal with the Father, all power was originally and essentially His; But as Mediator, as God-man, all power was given Him. He had this power given to Him over all mankind, that He might give eternal life to as many as were given to Him. John 17:2. Christ is the sole universal monarch; He is the Lord of all. Acts 10:36
He is in all causes and over all persons, Supreme Moderator and Governor.

By Him Kings reign, by Him Presidents govern.

To Him every heart and knee must bow and every tongue confesses Him to be Lord.
Matthew 28:18-20,  “Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age."

1. How far is His commission extended? To all nations!

2. What is the principle intention of this commission? Disciple all nations!

Christ the Mediator is setting up a kingdom in the world. Bring the nations to be His subjects. We set up schools and bring the nations to be His scholars, in Indonesia, in Jordan, Malaysia, Canada, US, Korea, Liberia, Nigeria and wherever God leads us to go. We have a missionary ready to go to Cambodia in obedience to the Great Commission of the Lord Jesus Christ.
3. People are admitted into His Kingdom by being baptized in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit…By being baptized we solemnly profess and confess that these three are one. We worship ONE GOD. 
4. All who are baptized are now enrolled in the School of Christ and we make the Commands of Christ our rules for living. We need teachers and tutors to teach the commands of Christ, to press upon the baptized believers the necessity of obedience and to assist them in applying the general commands of Christ to particular cases. We set up training programs for the children and young people.

5. I am with you always. I will never leave you nor forsake you. I am with you even in you. Always to the end of the age. Every day, on Sunday and every weekday, on Saturday. Good days, bad days, days we are healthy and days we are sick. Every hour of the day, from morning to evening and through the night. When you cannot sleep or when you have bad dreams.
